In the event of a tie in a semi-final game, a five-minute sudden death overtime period will take place. First goal wins. Both teams will play with four (4) skaters plus a goalie (fewer if penalties are incurred).

If no winner is decided after the overtime, a shootout will take place. Each team will use their first 5 listed shooters from their scoresheet. After 5 shooters have completed their shot, if a tie still occurs, the next

3 shooters listed from their scoresheet will shoot. Shooting will continue until one team has scored more than the other after a series of 3 shots per team. No shooter shall shoot twice before everyone on the
scoresheet has shot once. Players in the penalty box after the overtime will not be permitted to participate in the shootout.The home team for the semifinal round will be the higher seed after the preliminary

rounds.

In the event of a tie in the championship game, five-minute overtime periods will continue until a winner is determined by sudden victory. First goal wins. Both teams will play with four (4) skaters plus a goalie
(fewer if penalties are incurred) with a two-minute intermission between overtime periods. The home team for the championship game shall be the higher seed of the semifinal round.
